MAINSTREAMING A GENDER AND WOMEN’S RIGHTS-BASED 

APPROACH IN INTEGRATED DISASTER RISK

MANAGEMENT IN THE AMERICAS

(Adopted at the third plenary session, held on October 30, 2012)

THE THIRTY-SIXTH ASSEMBLY OF DELEGATES OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMISSION OF WOMEN,


RECOGNIZING that at times of natural disasters, women and children are more likely to face situations of vulnerability, physical, economic, and sexual violence; and that it is essential that they attain their full potential to contribute to disaster mitigation and response efforts;

RECALLING Agreement 3 of the Second Regular Session of the Executive Committee 2010-2012, which took place on October 31st, 2011 in San Salvador, El Salvador, in which the Committee reiterates the importance of including a gender approach to the integrated natural disaster risk management and requests the Executive Secretary of the CIM to prepare a proposal for a high-level meeting, with the aim of sharing experiences and identifying policies and protocols regarding the matter; and
REITERATING that, in the framework of Rio + 20 (Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, 2012), our Member States recognized the importance of integrating “a gender perspective into the design and implementation of all phases of disaster risk management.” (The Future We Want, paragraph 188),
RESOLVES:

1.
To declare its solidarity with the Governments and peoples of the countries affected by Hurricane Sandy; and to manifest its deepest sympathy for the tragic loss of human lives and the environmental and infrastructural devastation.

2.
To urge the Member States of the Organization of American States and the bodies of the Inter-American System to develop initiatives to integrate, in a cross-cutting manner, a gender and women’s rights perspective in integrated disaster risk management in the Americas, so that the prevention, mitigation and response efforts can benefit from women’s potential in all stages and also take into account their specific demands and needs.

THE THIRTY-SIXTH ASSEMBLY OF DELEGATES OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMISSION OF WOMEN,

CONSIDERING:


That, upon conclusion of the proceedings, no country has offered to host the Thirty-seventh Assembly of Delegates of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) in 2015; and


That, if a member state later offers to host the Thirty-seventh Assembly of Delegates, the provisions of Article 12 of the CIM Regulations and resolution CIM/RES. 72 (XXII-O/84), “Signing of Agreement for the Holding of Assemblies of Delegates of CIM in Member States,” must be borne in mind,

RESOLVES:

1.
To hold the Thirty-seventh Assembly of Delegates of the Inter-American Commission of Women at the headquarters of the Organization of American States, in Washington, D.C., during the last quarter of 2015, unless an offer to hold it elsewhere is received and takes shape in keeping with the provisions of Article 12 of the CIM Regulations.

2.
To entrust the Executive Committee to take the necessary measures when preparing for the Thirty-seventh Assembly of Delegates of the CIM to organize the Assembly, which will have the duration of three days and insofar as possible align its structure similar to that of the Thirty-sixth Assembly of Delegates of the CIM.

(Adopted at the fourth plenary session, held on October 30, 2012)
THE THIRTY-SIXTH ASSEMBLY OF DELEGATES OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMISSION OF WOMEN,

HAVING SEEN document CIM/doc.4/12 rev.3, “Draft Triennial Program of Work 2013-2015 of the CIM”;

CONSIDERING:


That it is important to provide political and strategic structure to the activities of the CIM in order to achieve a more significant hemispheric impact in terms of mainstreaming women’s rights and gender equality into public policies, and to strengthen the capacity of the CIM as a hemispheric forum, as well as national mechanisms and their networks;


That coordinated programming is needed to duly address the strategic areas of action, based on the mandates of the Assembly of Delegates of the CIM, the General Assembly of the OAS, the Meeting of Ministers or of the Highest-ranking Authorities Responsible for the Advancement of Women in the Member States (REMIM) and, as appropriate, the Summits of the Americas; and

That the Triennial Program of Work of the CIM contains guidelines that serve as a basis for implementation of the work of the Inter-American Commission of Women for the period 2013-2015,

RESOLVES:

1.
To approve the Triennial Program of Work of the Inter-American Commission of Women 2013-2015, included as an appendix to the present resolution, entrusting the Executive Committee of the CIM 2013-2015 to establish in its first regular session the actions and strategies for its implementation.

MECHANISM TO FOLLOW UP ON IMPLEMENTATION OF THE

INTER-AMERICAN CONVENTION ON THE PREVENTION, PUNISHMENT, AND ERADICATION OF VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN

 “BELÉM DO PARÁ CONVENTION” (MESECVI)


(Adopted at the fourth plenary session, held on October 30, 2012)

THE THIRTY-SIXTH ASSEMBLY OF DELEGATES OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMISSION OF WOMEN,


HAVING SEEN document CIM/doc.6/12 containing the MESECVI report, which notes that the Second Multilateral Evaluation Round was successfully completed with the publication of the Second Hemispheric Report on Implementation of the Convention of Belém do Pará and 28 final country reports;

CONSIDERING:

The commitment assumed by the states parties in adopting the Mechanism to Follow Up on Implementation of the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women (Convention of Belém do Pará – MESECVI), to follow-up on and promote the implementation of the Convention, and to establish a system of technical cooperation;

The General Assembly of the Organization of American States (OAS), through Resolution AG/RES. 2711 (XLII-O/12) “Mechanism to Follow Up on Implementation of the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women ‘Convention of Belém do Pará,’” took note of the report of the Permanent Council of the OAS on activities of the Mechanism (CP/CG-4677/12), the results of the Fourth Conference of States Parties, and reiterated its invitation to the states parties and those that are not a party to the Convention, permanent observers, international financial institutions, civil society, and the private sector to make voluntary contributions to the Specific Fund created to finance the activities of the MESECVI;

RECALLING the commitment of the states parties to continue strengthening the MESECVI so as to address the new challenges and needs of the countries with respect to violence against women in the Hemisphere and to continue implementing their recommendations; and

REAFFIRMING the commitment of the states party to the Convention of Belém do Pará to the MESECVI as an instrument to measure the progress made by the states parties to address the problem of violence, and toward identifying areas that need to be implemented by the governments to strengthen policies in the Hemisphere,

RESOLVES:

1. To welcome the results of the Second Multilateral Evaluation Round and, in particular, the recommendations set forth in the Second Hemispheric Report on the Implementation of the Convention of Belém do Pará.

2. To recognize the progress made by the states party to the Convention of the Hemisphere in implementing the recommendations made by the MESECVI, to encourage the countries to implement any pending recommendations, and to continue their efforts to disseminate the work being carried out by the Mechanism.

3. To request the delegates to include the actions and results obtained for strengthening and disseminating the MESECVI in their national reports.

4. To encourage the involvement of the states parties to the Convention in the MESECVI assessment process, through the support of their principal and alternate delegates.

5. To promote joint cooperation with the national women’s mechanisms, the competent national authorities, national experts, and civil society in disseminating the objectives, advances, and results obtained by the MESECVI in the Multilateral Evaluation Rounds.

6. To express appreciation to the Governments of Argentina, Mexico, Trinidad and Tobago, and Venezuela for their contributions to the Specific Fund of the Mechanism.

7. To express appreciation to the states parties and permanent observers for supporting the meetings and activities of the MESECVI (Conference of the States Parties, Committee of Experts, and Technical Secretariat), and for their contributions both monetary and in human resources.

8. To urge all states party to the Convention of the Belem do Para, those that are not a party to the Convention, many of which have laws and broad programs for combating violence against women, and international financial institutions, civil society, and the private sector to make voluntary contributions to the Specific Fund to endow the Mechanism with the necessary human and financial resources to guarantee its full, stable, and effective operation.

9. To request the Secretary General of the OAS, in accordance with available financial resources, to give priority to allocating the necessary human, technical, and financial resources for the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) to continue supporting the implementation of the MESECVI.
10. To urge Member States to prioritize, within the framework of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (CAAP), a permanent budgetary allocation to the MESECVI from the OAS regular funds.

CELEBRATION OF THE 85TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE INTER-AMERICAN

THE THIRTY-SIXTH ASSEMBLY OF DELEGATES OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMISSION OF WOMEN (CIM),

CONSIDERING:


That during 2013, the CIM will mark 85 years since its creation in 1928;


That this historic moment is worthy of public recognition, in the context of the evolution of the rights of women in the region and the CIM’s contribution to this process; and

That this initiative will allow both for increasing the visibility of women’s rights and gender equality in the region and highlighting the results of the process for strengthening CIM as a hemispheric policy forum,

RESOLVES:

1.
To launch activities and initiatives to commemorate the 85th anniversary of the CIM, particularly during the celebration of the Day of Women of the Americas (February 18th) and International Women’s Day (March 8th).

2.
To encourage their governments to contribute specific funds to facilitate the celebration of related activities, including the publication of a document that shows the advances and challenges to women’s rights in the hemisphere.

3.
To exhort the Secretary General of the Organization of American States (OAS) to highlight this commemoration among the Organizations’ main activities for the year in order to give it visibility and political priority. 

4.
To request that the CIM Secretariat prepare a commemorative document that highlights the contributions of CIM to women’s human rights over its 85 years, subject to the availability of specific funds, and that this document be widely circulated.

5.
To request that the CIM Secretariat, in the context of the second regular session of the CIM Executive Committee 2013-2015, coordinate an event to commemorate the 85th anniversary of the CIM, subject to the availability of specific funds.

MODIFICATION OF THE LEGAL INSTRUMENTS 

OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMISSION OF WOMEN

(Adopted at the fourth plenary session, held on October 30, 2012)
THE THIRTY-SIXTH ASSEMBLY OF DELEGATES OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMISSION OF WOMEN,

CONSIDERING:

That the Executive Committee 2011-2012 of the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM), in its First Regular Session, agreed to initiate a process of modification of the legal instruments of the CIM in order to elevate them for the consideration of this Assembly of Delegates, 

RESOLVES:

1. To adopt the proposed amendments to the Statute of the CIM, to the Regulations of the CIM, and to the Rules of Procedure of the Assembly of Delegates of the CIM, which are contained in documents CIM/doc.48/12, CIM/doc.49/12, and CIM/doc.50/12, respectively, and attached as an annex hereto.

2. To agree that, in accordance with the provisions of Article 34 of the Statute of the CIM, these modifications enter into force on this date.

3. To entrust the Secretariat of the CIM with the publication and distribution of the legal instruments of the CIM, in accordance with the decisions adopted by this Assembly.
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
