Facts: The case refers to the international responsibility of the State of Honduras for the violations
of the rights to judicial guarantees and judicial protection stemming from the massive and
unjustified dismissal of personnel from the National Police of different scales through Decree 58-
2001, published in the Official Gazette (Diario Oficial La Gaceta) No. 29,504 on June 16, 2001. While
in March 2003, the Supreme Court of Justice of Honduras found that decree unconstitutional and
not applicable, the retroactive effects of the judgment were not applied in favor of the victims.

Rights alleged violated: The petitioners alleged violations of the human rights set forth in Articles
5 (right to humane treatment), 8 (judicial guarantees), 10 (right to compensation), 11 (protection of
honor and dignity), 17 (protection of the family), 24 (equality before the law), and 25 (judicial
protection) of the American Convention.

SEVENTH: FORM OF PAYMENT OF THE ECONOMIC REPARATION

In keeping with the request made by the petitioners that the amount offered
be paid in a single payment: the State undertakes to pay the amounts
indicated above, through the State Secretariat in the Office of Security in a
single payment no later than April 15, 2019, and it includes in its total the
economic compensation agreed upon and therefore with its payment the
State of Honduras is fully released of any obligation to make reparation for
the facts alleged and in relation to any subsequent claim. To that end the
beneficiaries should accredit their identification with the State Secretariat in
the Office of Security through the respective document. In the case of family
members of the petitioners who as of the date of the signing this agreement
have died, the appropriate legal documentation should be presented,
accrediting the corresponding Declaration of Heirs, so that subsequently the
Secretariat for Security will proceed to make the respective payment. The
amounts to be paid include in their total any damage that is alleged to have
been caused to the petitioners and their family members, and therefore with
