FOREIGN RELATIONS POLICIES:

· Azerbaijan has been following an active foreign policy since its independence in 1991. This policy aims at the strengthening and development of the state system and the protection of the national interests of Azerbaijan.
· Azerbaijan builds its foreign policy on the principle of respect to the international legal standards and norms, the state sovereignty and territorial integrity and the principles of nonintervention into the internal affairs.
· The major priorities of the foreign policy of Azerbaijan are: 

· Develop a pluralist democracy based on market economy and supremacy of the law;

· Follow an independent foreign policy for the purposes of restoration of territorial integrity and sovereignty of Azerbaijan;

· Overcome risks aimed at security, political independence, sovereignty and the territorial integrity of Azerbaijan;

· The development of friendly neighborhood and mutual advantageous relations with bordering states;

· Fortifying security and stability in the region;

· Prevent illegal transportation of weapons and other equipment in the region;

· Devotion to existing global regimes on prevention of the spread of nuclear weapons and the creation of a nuclear-weapons free zone in the South Caucasus:
· Demilitarization of the Caspian basin;

· Integration to structures of European and Transatlantic security and co-operation including the NATO, the European Union, the Union of Western Europe and the Council of Europe;

· Expediting the development of different spheres of the economy in order to maximize the important strategic-geographical position of Azerbaijan as a bridge between the East and the West;

· Develop the Eurasian transport corridor with the participation of Azerbaijan.

· Azerbaijan is expanding and developing its regional and global activity and international cooperation, became the member of a number of international organizations such as United Nations, the Organization on Security and Cooperation in Europe, European Council, Organization of Islamic Conference, Commonwealth of Independent States and others. Moreover, Azerbaijan was one of the cofounders of GUAM (Organization for Democracy and Economic Development of Georgia, Ukraine, Azerbaijan, and Moldova). Azerbaijan protects and implements its national interests through participating in the regional initiatives and the aforementioned organizations.
· Azerbaijan, as an emerging donor of international aid in the region, established in 2010 a specialized entity: the Azerbaijan International Development Agency (AIDA), which identifies and provides funds to countries in need of assistance. 

AZERBAIJAN INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENT AGENCY (AIDA)
· The Azerbaijan International Development Agency (AIDA) is an agency of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Azerbaijan, which coordinates activities of relevant state organizations providing foreign countries with technical, financial and humanitarian assistance. 

· The main goals of are to support global peace and security efforts internationally, as well as sustainable economic development and efficient civil service systems. 
· Financial assistance was provided to Cuba and Panama in 2012 to support the humanitarian and relief efforts in those countries following Hurricane Sandy and heavy rain seasons.
· AIDA also works closely with the Colombia Presidential Agency for International Cooperation (APC Colombia) on the implementation of joint projects.
