· At a global level, Greece priorities cooperation through international organizations, such as the United Nations, on issues related to drugs, organized crime, human trafficking, terrorism, responsibility to protect, combating piracy, human rights, international sanctions, disarmament, weapons of mass destruction, environment and climate change.

DEVELOPMENT COOPERATION: 

· Development cooperation is an integral part of Greece’s foreign policy. Organization and management of Greek development cooperation is based in the Hellenic International Development Cooperation Department (HELLENIC AID) of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. Greece develops strategic approaches to multilateral assistance by considering ongoing international dynamics and applying its experience from the EU, United Nations, and the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) memberships. 

· The framework of Greek development cooperation in the Americas, through HELLENIC AID is particularly focused on migration, climate change, education facilities and training, social/welfare services, material relief assistance and services, environmental policy and administrative management, and STD control including HIV/AIDS
