CIE and Technical Secretariat Comments and Questions for the Multiple Intelligences Project-Barbados

CIE Comments and Questions

The CIE has the following comments and questions about the Multiple Intelligences Project from Barbados.

1. Needs to provide information about stakeholders or other parties interested in this project.

2. Needs to provide more specifics regarding the countries and regions participating in this project.

3. The budget does not provide a clear break down of how the funds intend to be used. For example, how much funding does the project want to request?  How will the funds be distributed among the different project activities?

4. Please clarify the timeline of activities and break down of the budget.

5. Has the author conducted any background research about multiple intelligences? If so, what does it have to say on this topic? The CIE questions whether or not this project may be too experimental for the CIE work plan.  

6. How will this project contribute in helping to meet the CIE work plan? How is it relevant to the work plan?

7. How do multiple intelligences and science relate to one another?  In what ways do multiple intelligences and its associated methodologies interact with science and science teaching?

8. How are the project activities going to be implemented or put into action?

9. The project proposal does not mention internal or external technical assistance.  It seems the project is a new venture into this area of pedagogical practice.

10. How will the participating countries be impacted by this project?  What are the expected outcomes?  How will these effects be distributed among the participating countries?

11. The proposal needs to include a clearer explanation of its monitoring and evaluation mechanism.  Also, the CIE suggests including a survey of teachers and principals as part of this mechanism.

Technical Secretariat Comments and Questions

The Technical Secretariat has the following comments and questions regarding the Multiple Intelligences Project from Barbados.

1. This project is directed towards basic education.

2. Needs to clarify the project activities to be carried out.

3. Needs to state the process for selection of beneficiaries and exactly who are the beneficiaries.  For instance, in one part of the proposal, it states that five countries will be participating.  In another part, it states that the Southern Cone and Central America will be participants.  

4. Needs to review the coherence of the project’s justification, its objectives, activities, and budget.  Needs to provide a break down of the budget and activities.

5. How do multiple intelligences and its associated methodologies relate to science teaching?  Further explanation about this is required.

6. Are the project participants science teachers only?  If so, why or why not? And at what levels of science education?
